Our mission is centered around a military structure that reinforces uniformity,
teamwork, attention to detail, and leadership that has been a part of Oak Ridge
Military Academy for 100 years and will continue to be so. The ancillary lessons of
our military structure are important in teaching our youth organization, time
management, and most importantly, th at life rewards dedication, hard work, and
merit.

1.2. History

1850 8 Oak Ridge Male Institute was conceived on April 7t by 43 local citizens
who, being desirous of promoting the cause of education, contributed a total of
$629 and appointed five trustees to bring the Institute to fruition.

1852 8 The founding year of Oak Ridge Male Institute. Within two years the
name was changed to Oak Ridge Institute and females were admitted. Girls
attended Oak Ridge Institute until 1929.

1861-1866 6 The school was closed because of the Civil War.

1899 & Oak Ridge Institute becomes the first school in North Carolina
accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools.

1917 & The school became military and the boys uniformed under the
supervision of the War Department. The school trained and graduated men
who served in Worl d War |.

1926 6 Oak Ridge was designated a Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps
unit.

1929 o The name was changed to Oak Ridge Military Institute and limited to
males only.

1932 d A two -year junior college was established and continued until 1966.



1946 & A monument on campus and various tributes memorialized the 42

ORMI alumni who lost their lives in World War II. During the Second World

War , 127 of the Academyods al umni wer e awar
conflict, while another 27 alumni earned the  Silver Star.

1971 o Girls were admitted permanently, and the name was changed to Oak
Ridge Academy.

1975 0 Keith Cokely, a 1975 graduate of Oak Ridge Academy, becomes the first
African -American Cadet to hold the position of Battalion Commander and
Commander of the Corps of Cadets.

1981 6 The name changed again to its present name, Oak Ridge Military
Academy. Both boys and girls are now uniformed.

1988 o Dale Earnhardt Jr. attends Oak Ridge Military Academy.

1991 6 Oak Ri dge was named tyhAeadeny bf fNiorthi a | Mi
Carolinadé by the State Legislature.

1992 o Jennifer Childers, a 1992 graduate of Oak Ridge Military Academy,
becomes the first female Cadet to hold the position of Battalion Commander
and Commander of the Corps of Cadets.

1996 0 Oak Ridge Mi | i tary Academy Dril |l Team (The
female drill team, won the National Drill Team Championship in Daytona
Beach, Florida.

1.3. ORMA Motto and Emblem

MOTTO : The Academy mottois " Tendimus in Latium ," which translates to "striving
for the highest mark™ or "striving for full citizenship."

Tendimus means to strive, to extend oneself, to press oneself to achieve a goal.
It also means t o set out on a journey or to march along a specific course.

Latium was an lItalian province which was conquered so that Rome could be
founded on its site. For Romans, it became their native soil and hallowed ground.
Ultimately, the term was used as an abs traction applying to Romans who were
accorded all the rights and privileges of citizenship, but who were never born into
such citizenship. Therefore, to be "in Latium" was to have won or achieved full
citizenship instead of having simply been born into Rom  an citizenship.

Therefore, the motto "Tendimus in Latium" literally translates to "march into
latium.” Figuratively, it translates to "strive toward the fullness of citizenship."

EMBLEM : The colors red, white, and blue signify patriotism and love of country.
Red signifies the blood shed for freedom. Blue signifies honor and discipline. White
(or brass) signifies purity and truth.

The crossed rifles represent our Academy's military heritage and tradition, as
well as the fact that we are one of t he few rifle bearing military schools in the nation.

The "Acorn and Oak Leaves" represent the academic nurturing of our
Academy. The "Acorn"” represents our Cadets, the maturing product of our Academy.
The "Oak Leaves" represent the faculty, staff, trustees, and parents who nourish,
protect, and sustain our Cadets.

The year "1852" signifies the first academic year of our Academy.

1.7. Military Ranlks and Courtesies

RANKS :

Several staff and faculty members at ORMA are current, former, or retired
members of the Armed Forces of the United States, or the North Carolina State
Militia. The ranks of some of those most commonly seen on campus are illustrated
below.

OFFICER

0-10 SPECIAL

Enlisted ranks are E -1 thru E -9, or Private through Command Sergeant Major.
Enlisted ranks that include responsibility for others are typically Corporal (E4) and
above, al so kcnoommmi sassi oonneodn of fi cers, &6 or NCOG&s
enlisted service membe rs swear an oath to follow the orders of the President of the
United States and the officers appointed over them.

Officer ranks are O -1 thru O -10, or Second Lieutenant through General.
Officers are referred to as Commissioned Officers, because their rank  is awarded in
the form of a commission granted by the Congress of the United States. Unlike
enlisted service members, officers in the Armed Forces swear an oath to protect and
uphold the Constitution of the United States.



All Cadets enrolled at Oak Ridg e Military Academy in grades 9 -12 are required
to take Army Junior Reserve Officer Corps, and all Cadets, regardless of grade, will
be assigned rank and responsibilities based on their performance and potential to
lead others.
